	Area of emphasis
	Activities that build capacity for better asset management of a portfolio of affordable housing not performing up to expectations.  This applies to existing portfolios and/or portfolios being considered for acquisition, especially when project-based assistance may be in jeopardy.

	Other evaluation factors
	· Potential to preserve existing affordable housing.
· Potential to preserve existing project-based rental assistance.
· Clarity of relationship between proposal and potential results. 

· Need for activity relative to portfolio and/or pipeline. 

· Unmet needs as defined by the Department.

· Lack of need for ongoing Department funding. 

· Plan to retain benefits if personnel or organization changes.

· Potential for activity results to be replicated.
· How the need for the activity was determined.
· Specificity of goals, objectives, performance measures and timeline.

Other factors deemed relevant by the Department.
